Students have access to the finals schedule when 

registering for classes. 

o Policy should allow students to work with faculty if they have more than 2 

exams scheduled on the same day. 

o Policies from other schools were examined to illustrate the type of policy 

possible. 

o Two or more finals is too stressful for the student.  We should have a policy 

if more than 2 finals.
