Discussion included open source resources through the library, also making sure that a
copy of the course text is available at the library, textbook purchasing can be a financial
burden for the students, availability of textbook vouchers, Professor D2L usage, adoption
of prior editions of textbooks to save money for students, how to create a culture of
learning.
