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5) Student Government Association Report –  

 SGA has appointed seven new student members that will be joining us on University 

Senate and they represent all classes and the graduate level as well as diverse 

constituencies.  They will be finalizing appointments for the remaining open 

subcommittees.   

 SGA worked with Dr. Solis and Chief Parish and other individuals to coordinate the safety 

walk, walking around campus, and identifying safety concerns.   

 Many student leaders met with Chancellor Greenstein to learn more about the PASSHE 

integrations and discuss advocacy issues for ESU. 

 SGA is continuing to support clubs and organizations as they reestablish themselves on 

campus.  Many events have been planned by different organizations. 

 Academic affairs committee is looking forward to work with academic affairs to ensure 

that students have the necessary information for the registration process. 

 SGA will be hosting an open forum on November 9th focusing on dining, residential life, 

and parking.

7) New Business –  

a) Nominations for Senate Vice President: Last month’s election ended in a tie 

between Esther Deganzo-Cantens and Elizabeth Scott. We will be having a second 

voting online.   

The unofficial winner is Ester Deganzo-Cantens and will serve as the Vice 

President of the University Senate after the votes have been reviewed. 

b) Robert Cohen has stepped down as Member at Large.  The constitution states that 

the President is to appoint someone to fill that position.  Susan Dillmuth-Miller 

would like to appoint Liz Scott.  Liz Scott accepted the appointment as Member at 

Large. 

   

c) Student Parking on campus – President Long provided an update on student 

parking and security cameras.   

 There are approximately 500 cameras throughout the campus.  A security firm 

was hired to identify locations on campus that did not have proper coverage.  In 

the coming weeks, cameras will be adjusted, and some additional cameras will 

be added.  All parking lots have full coverage. 

 During the safety walk additional areas were identified and will be added for 

camera coverage. 

 Locations of security cameras are not publicized for security purposes, only the 

police is the only area that has access to the cameras. 
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 SGA and SAA will appoint one or two students to be assigned to the parking 

committee which will be meeting to review parking and will make 

recommendations to the President’s Council regarding parking issues.
